Room Accommodations 

   Double rate denotes the price per 
person when two individuals are sharing 
a room, one or two beds. Single rate 
denotes the price of a room not shared & 
for those who do not have a named/paid 
roommate at the time room lists are due. 
For triple occupancy, a room will be 
assigned with two beds. A roll-away bed 
may be added at no extra charge. 
   All participants will be assigned rooms 
by “luck of the draw.” Barrier free rooms 
with specially equipped facilities are 
available for those in wheelchairs or 
electric carts.
